Mustang Kiwanis Community Garden Information

History and Overview

The Mustang Kiwanis Community Garden was organized under the Mustang Kiwanis Club in 2008.  The Mustang Kiwanis Community Garden is a common effort, using an urban agriculture approach to community gardening.  Approximately an acre of land is used to grow produce that is distributed to the Mustang Kiwanis and other food distribution programs, to volunteers and is sold at the Mustang Kiwanis Farmers Market which started in 2009.  Learning-by-doing education is provided for youth and adults.  While growing the garden, we grow friends and create a stronger community. 

Garden

The garden has regular group gardening times posted on the website.  Volunteers are encouraged to come and find out how they can participate in the garden.  The fresh locally grown produce from the garden is divided in thirds.  One third will go to those in need and be distributed through the Kiwanis weekly food distribution program and other food banks.  One third will go to the volunteers that work in the garden.  One third will be sold at the farmers market.  The proceeds from the farmers market will be used to sustain the garden and enlarge as needed.

Education

One of our purposes is to teach others to grow their own food.  It is our goal to involve youth, children and adults in the garden. Groups such as Key Club, FFA, Scouts, Master Gardeners, church groups or other children or adult groups are encouraged to participate in the garden and the market.  The education program will make our community stronger by helping others to help themselves.

Farmers Market

The Mustang Kiwanis Farmers Market started in 2009.  The market is open from June through August.  It provides a source of locally grown produce to the Mustang community.  The market is open to local individual vendors who would like to participate by selling in the farmer’s market.  
Volunteer and Donate
